
And so the story goes … As the farmer scatters his seed, some 
will fall along the pathway, and the birds will eat it. Some seed 
will fall on rocky places, where it does not have much soil. The 
plant springs up quickly, but because the soil is shallow and 
the plant has no root, when the sun comes out, it scorches the 
plant and it dies and withers away. Other seeds fall among 
the thorns, which grow up and choke the plants, and they die 
too. But some seeds fall on the good soil, where they produce 
a crop thirty, sixty, and a hundred times over.

Over my thirty-some selling years I have sown many a seeds. 
All too often I have tried to turn seeds that have fallen on the 
pathway into something other than what they were – pros-
